Reply from Alicia Poon, Counsellor, REACH Counselling Associate Counsellor.

Everybody gets angry at times which is very normal. Anger is a natural and functional response to perceived threats.
However, a person with frequent outbursts resorting to violence, as in your case, particularly to a dear and loved one, is
destructive anger. It is therefore necessary for you to identify the cause of your anger. It could be a reaction to other
discomforting feelings of threat. | would suggest that you try to identify the primary feeling behind your anger. It may be
that you are feeling hurt, misunderstood, disrespected, or frustrated. When you identify this primary feeling, it will help to
guide your action plan to resolve the anger. As you rightly said, your short and hot temper plus violent behavior have
driven a wonderful boyfriend away from you. Hence, it is therefore important that you start leaming to restrain yourself
and to retrain your approach to future similar situations is a mature way forward to a calmer life. Some steps for you lo
consider:

+ Realize when you're about to have an outburst. A lot of times, people can feel themselves getting ready to have an
outburst. The quicker you realize this, the more time you have to prevent it. Physical signs include: tensed muscles,
your heart-beat racing, pitch of your voice changes etc

+ Motice your emotional reactions and your actions. There are more giveaway signs of anger and a potential outburst
shown in feelings and reactions. If you can leam to spot these, you can learn to quell your anger faster. Some of these
signs include: Feeling upset, resentful, guilty, terrified, wanting to hurt someone ete.

+ Physically restrain yourself. If you're speaking to someone and ready to burst, don't say anything. Hold your breath. Sit
down and take a deep breath. It sounds old school and simple, but it usually works. As you focus on your breathing,
the angry feeling would begin to subside. Pray.

+ Know your triggers. If there are cerfain things that you know bother you or that you can't accept what they are, take
steps to avoid them.

+ Acknowledge your mistake. As you have actually hurt someone physically and emoctionally, you must apologize
although | understand he may not want to be in touch with you again. The more you reflect upon yourself and
acknowledge your responsibility, the less you will find yourself getting into these situations in future.

Lastly, | would suggest that you consider seeking professional help in dealing with emotional issues that led to your anger
outbursts.
